Course Title:  College Prep English 9 Honors

Course Description 

This course offers a similar structural approach as that of College Prep English 9 (see below) but will require further in-depth analysis of the literature, a more 

extensive written output, and a greater understanding of grammatical structure. Prerequisite:  Honors Program criteria 

 

College Prep English 9 focuses on developing communication skills necessary for post-secondary education.  College Prep English 9 is a survey of the 

following literary genres:  short story, drama, epic poetry, and the novel.  Particular emphasis is placed upon the various literary elements of fiction.  

Composition includes topic sentence and paragraph development, expository and narrative writing, response to literature and journal writing.  Vocabulary 

development, grammar, and oral communication are also emphasized.
