Course Description

The focus of this course will be on developing communication skills necessary for post-secondary education. It is a survey of the following literary genres:
short story, drama, epic poetry, and the novel. Particular emphasis is placed upon the various literary elements of fiction. Composition includes topic sentence
and paragraph development, expository and narrative writing, response to literature and journal writing. Vocabulary development, grammar, and oral
communication are also emphasized.
