Course Title: Essential Music Length of Course: 30 cycles

Grade Level(s): 6 Periods Per Cycle: 1

Units of Credit: N/A Length of Period: 40 minutes

Classification: Elective Total Instructional Time: 20 hours
Course Description

Students in sixth grade will continue their exploration of the basic elements of music introduced in previous grades: Rhythm, melody, harmony, form, and timbre. Students
will be able to notate and perform duple and triple rhythms (duple—whole, half, quarter, eighth, and sixteenth notes and rests; triple—dotted quarter, quarter and eighth
notes). Students will also notate and perform music on the staff through the use of melodic instruments (recorder/mallets). Students will review the different instrument
families and explore important pieces and composers of the Baroque Era. Through these aforementioned actions, students will connect music to themselves and the world
around them. (These elements of music will be reinforced through the use of activities, classroom instruments, writing/discussion, and performances.)
