Course Title: German 3
Grade Level(s): 10-12

Course Description

This course is designed to present the language in its natural order: listening, speaking, reading, and writing. The students will acquire vocabulary and grammar
while applying listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills to fundamental daily expressions of the target language. The students will identify and recognize cultural
aspects of several places where the target language is spoken. The student will use both regular and irregular verbs to communicate in the present, past, future, and
command forms of the target language. Proper pronunciation and intonation will also be stressed.
