Course Description 

The third grade program begins with a general library orientation including book care, citizenship, and circulation procedures.  The classification and arrangement 
of the library collection is reinforced.  The text online public access catalog is introduced as a library search tool.  Various online and print reference works are 
reviewed and used, including dictionaries and encyclopedias.  The basic parts of a book are reviewed and table of contents and index are introduced.  Forms of 
literature introduced at this level are American folklore, poetry, and biography.
